Your letter regarding Waste Management’s permit request has very interesting wording, especially the third paragraph.

Apparently, the information you received is incorrect. Since I do not recall your being present at any of our “brainstorming sessions,” I will attempt to correct the erroneous information.

In our two sessions, we discussed ideas that could be solutions to solid waste disposal in our county. As a committee, we agreed not to discuss the merits or demerits of any idea. We agreed that our sessions were to generate ideas, realizing some may work in conjunction with other ideas while others would probably never work. A partnership venture was suggested by a committee member. The merits or demerits were never discussed.

If by chance Waste Management personnel informed you we were ready to proceed with the partnership concept, they did not understand the purpose of the meetings. If a Solid Waste Committee member gave you this information, he spoke out of turn and was not speaking in an official capacity representing our committee. 

Mr. Wells, Waste Management has the right to request a permit and we respect that right. However, at this point, you do not have the right to say Marshall County Solid Waste requested a partnership with you.
